• Raise awareness about the problems weeds cause  
• Increase your group’s profile and promote your achievements 
• Connect and share ideas with other Weedbusters 
• Appeal to new group members, students or audience

Event Ideas 
Weedbuster events can range from guest speakers to carnivals. Just think of all the ways you 
can promote the prevention or removal of weeds!  
If you’re stuck for ideas, here are some of the more common Weedbuster activities.  

Community Weedbusting Event 
Hold a community Weedbusting event at your local creek, wetland or park.  
Make sure you provide tools, spare gloves and refreshments. Don’t forget to promote the 
event, thank all the participants and publicise the results.   

District tour 
Organise a group tour of the district for school children, group members or other community 
groups. The tour could visit some weed-infested and rehabilitation sites.   

Weeds awareness campaign 
Teach your local community or target audience all about weeds. Topics can include weed 
identification, impacts, prevention and control.  
Methods may include: 

• Distributing posters, brochures and flyers 
• Inviting a local weed or wildlife expert speaker to talk to your community or school 

about the effect of weeds on our environment. 
• Discussing weeds and Weedbuster Week in your school or group newsletter. Contact 

the principal of your local primary and secondary school. 
• Contacting your local newspaper to discuss opportunities for community weeds 

awareness articles 
• Writing a Letter to the Editor 
• Talking about weeds on the radio 

Weeds display 
Erect a weeds display at a local shopping centre, community hall and/or local library. Choose 
a visual location with plenty of local traffic.  Contact your State or Territory Coordinator for 
assistance with promotional materials (www.weedbuster.info) 

Family fun day 
A perfect way to get families involved. Involve activities such as a BBQ, guest speaker, tree 
planting, face painting and promotional giveaways.
